Processes and Procedures for Interpreters

Sit between client (family and/or student) and service provider(s). You will be seated in the mediating
position. Please see visual below:

You will interpret consecutively (not concurrently). Information will be conveyed to you in chunks and
this will give you opportunity to convey the message to the client.

Translator: Interprets written text



Interpreter: Translates orally
